There are no classes on the days 
of dress rehearsals.   
Therefore,  if  you are in a Saturday class on May 8 - YOU WILL 
NOT HAVE A CLASS THAT DAY!  Each dress rehearsal counts as 
a class.   The Show Choirs will be performing. 
 

May  Recital pictures will be taken of the children at the Rochester studio.  Picture order forms 
with full payment are due on picture day at the scheduled time.  All  Friday dance/gymnastic 
classes will  be held.   All  Saturday morning classes  will  be held.  We will have voice 
and instrumental music lessons, show choirs and acting classes on Friday and Saturday..
